Dissection Contract

Anatomy/Biology/Environmental Science

This contract is to establish proper procedures for dissection labs that will be taking place in over the next two months.  Please read this document carefully and sign at the bottom. A parent signature must also be provided. Students will not be allowed to participate in any dissections without it.  Return this form signed by May 18. Students who turn their contract in before May 18 will receive 5 extra credit homework points! Students may also receive 10 extra credit homework points for bringing in a box of gloves!
All students must return this form signed by both student and parent/guardian before they will be allowed to dissect in the lab. 

1. All students are required to wear proper safety gear at all times. 

2. All students are to use caution with laboratory tools (scalpels, pins, and scissors). NO horseplay with these items will be tolerated. 

3. All students are to use caution with the preservative (spray bottles). The preservative is only to be sprayed on the specimen. Never aim the spray bottle at yourself or another student. 

4. All students are to remain at their assigned lab table at all times. You may not turn around and talk with the table next to you. If you need to leave the lab area, you must get permission first. 

5. We are using the specimens for learning purposes. These animals should be treated with respect. Unauthorized incisions, or mutilating the animal, will result in immediate loss of lab privileges. 

6. NO food, drink, or gum will be allowed in the classroom or lab area. This is a safety precaution. 

7. You are to be working the entire time you are in lab. If I see you doing anything other than studying the specimen, you will lose lab privileges. 

Violation of rules 1-5 will result in immediate loss of lab privileges for the rest of the semester and a referral to the office. You will do alternate activities. Violation of rules 6-7 will be handled on a case by case basis.
Absences: 

The nature of dissection makes make-up work very difficult. Please notify me in advance if it appears that you will be absent on the day of a dissection lab. Dissection activities are meant to supplement material in our textbook therefore you may be asked to do additional reading and study to compensate for missing the lab. Make-up work will be given on a case-by-case basis. 
Basic Dissection Procedures:

1. Pre-lab must be completed in order to participate in the lab. 

2. All procedures should be followed as they are demonstrated.

3. Clean-up will begin 10 minutes prior to the end of the hour.

Clean-Up Procedures:

1. All tools must be rinsed and dried.

2. Store specimens as directed. 
a. The specimen bags must have both names of the lab partners on them.

b. The specimen bags will be placed in the appropriate bin according to the class period.

c. When the entire lab is complete, the specimen will be placed in the specimen bag and then thrown into the trash in the Biology Room.

3. Each lab table must be cleaned with Clorox wipes before a lab group can leave.
4. Proper clean up is a requirement. Groups who do not properly clean their tools or dissection area will receive a reduced grade. 
Basic Rules:

1. Students must work with their designated lab partner, unless otherwise instructed by the teacher.
2. All specimens and specimen parts must remain in the biology classroom. 
3. Long hair must be pulled back during dissections.  

4. Gloves must be worn at all times.
5. Safety glasses will be required for certain procedures.

6. You are working in a lab environment. You should act like a professional scientist. No goofing off or messing around!
7. Hands must be washed before leaving the classroom.

Accident Procedures:
1. For cuts:

a. Inform the teacher.
b. Clean wound under water in the sink.

c. Bandage wound.

d. Complete accident report.

2. Accidental exposure to preservative (eyes or mouth):

a. Rinse affected area.

b. If in mouth rinse mouth with water repeatedly.

c. If in eyes use eyewash at the front of the room.

Please report any incidents to the teacher as soon as they happen. Waiting to report an incident could result in injury. We must work together to maintain a safe lab environment!
